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In 2002, the President directed the Missile Defense Agency (MDA) to begin fielding an initial set of missile defense capabilities in 2004.  Since 2002 through the end of 
calendar year 2007, MDA has developed a Ballistic Missile Defense System (BMDS) capability consisting of 24 Ground-Based Interceptors, 10 Aegis warships capable of 
long-range surveillance and tracking and missile intercepts, 21 Standard Missile-3 interceptors for Aegis Ballistic Missile Defense (BMD) warships, an upgraded Cobra Dane 
radar, two upgraded early warning radars, a transportable X-band radar, and a sea-based X-band radar.  None of this capability existed in June 2004.  Information Technology 
(IT) resources are vital to achieving these types of successes.  MDA must ensure that the global communications, computing infrastructure and IT resources are in place to 
support the mission, test, and administrative environments required for information sharing among the Ballistic Missile Defense community of operators, scientists, engineers 
and managers located across geographically dispersed locations such as Alaska, Japan, England, Israel and Greenland.   

To ensure protection of Agency knowledge and research and development assets and capabilities, the MDA Office of the Chief Information Officer established Information 
Technology and Information Management policies and procedures and implemented a robust Information Assurance (IA) Program.  Within MDA, interoperability and 
integration of IA solutions within or supporting BMDS capabilities are achieved through adherence to an architecture that enables the evolution toward network-centric warfare 
by remaining consistent with the command, control, communications, computers, intelligence, surveillance, and reconnaissance (C4ISR) architecture framework and a layered 
defenses-in-depth approach.  The MDA IA Architecture also recognizes the DoD IA policy framework, the IA Technical Framework (IATF), National Security 
Telecommunications and Information Systems Security Policy (NSTISSP) No. 11, and guidance from the Committee on National Security Systems (CNSS), among others.   

The MDA Chief Information Officer (CIO) mission focuses on ensuring the administration, acquisition, management and operation of Information Management/Information 
Technology (IM/IT) assets  meet the goals of, existing statutes and DoD regulations, in particular the Clinger-Cohen Act, the E-Government Act of 2002, the Federal 
Information Security Management Act (FISMA), the President’s Management Agenda and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) requirement to align IT investments 
with the Federal Enterprise Architecture (FEA) while keeping the missile defense capabilities goals.  

To this end, the MDA CIO established four goals: 

• Become a strong mission partner
• Implement and operate the MDA information grid 
• Protect and defend MDA information, systems and networks by ensuring their availability, integrity, authentication, confidentiality, and non-repudiation 
• Optimize IT management processes to increase efficiency and mission contribution  

MDA recently completed an organizational reengineering with the goal to achieve a more effective and efficient organization.  IT resources provide critical research, 
engineering and management tools and capabilities required for the day-to-day functions of the Agency and therefore have significantly contributed to the accomplishment of 
BMDS capabilities and the Director’s reengineering goals.  A significant investment in  IT hardware, software, and services and IA efforts will be required over the next 3 
years to accomplish the planning, engineering, implementation, transition and demolition of existing and new IT infrastructure assets and core applications to support the 
transition of the MDA workforce to Huntsville, AL and Fort Belvoir, VA based on the BRAC guidance.

Executive Summary
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Significant Changes

The $39.609 million increase from FY2008 to FY2009 reflects the investment for IT infrastructure, communications, video teleconferencing and applications for the Von 
Braun III Complex in Huntsville, Alabama and the MDA Headquarters Command Center at Fort Belvoir, Virginia.   There are significant IT computing and 
telecommunications infrastructure expansion and improvement efforts associated with the MDA transition to Huntsville, Alabama, and Fort Belvoir in Alexandria, Virginia that 
will continue through FY2011 until MDA has completed the Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) transition.  The MDA transition to Huntsville, Alabama and Fort Belvoir, 
Virginia requires phased moves and simultaneous parallel operations in both the existing locations and new facilities to ensure a continuity of IT services until all MDA 
personnel can be successfully relocated.   

The decrease of $12.964 million in FY08 reflects MDA reengineering and functional realignments, schedule changes, consolidation of software licensing, consolidation of 
communications and IT operations and maintenance contracts, and Agency priorities.  

The increase of $20.843 million on the FY09 column from the FY08 President's Budget Request to the FY09 President's Budget Request reflects the addition of $16.783 
million of Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) appropriation funds for IT for the Von Braun Complex in Huntsville, Alabama and the MDA Headquarters Command 
Center at Fort Belvoir that were not identified in the FY08 President's Budget.  In addition, some adjustments have been made for fact of life changes such as increased 
requirements for classified and wireless communications and operations and maintenance costs to sustain additional IT capabilities and facilities in Huntsville, Alabama and 
Dahlgren, Virginia.

Defense Business Systems

 In accordance with the Clinger Cohen Act, OMB Circular A130, DoD Directive 5000.15 DoD Records Management Program and OMB Circular A130, the Enterprise 
Applications initiative provides for the implementation of enterprise information applications which are used to collect, analyze, display and share information.  To meet these 
compliance requirements, enterprise applications such as web-based portals for integrated classified and unclassified information sharing, collaboration tools, electronic records 
management, financial management tools, data warehousing and mining, integrated program scheduling, and suspense and personnel action tracking, are being engineered and 
implemented across the enterprise.  
      
MDA has no major defense business systems that meet the NDAA Section 332 definition.  MDA is a user of other DoD sponsored defense business systems.

Information Assurance Activities

Information Assurance is a vital program that supports the operational development of the BMDS as well as the MDA Enterprise.  The program has several initiatives including 
Computer Network Defense (CND), Certification and Accreditation (C&A) activities, and Computer Emergency Response Teams (CERT).   

MDA is incrementally building an end-to-end IA Architecture to layer cyber security into its IT infrastructure.  MDA is developing the ambitious IA Architecture as it builds 
the infrastructure to support the agency mission and to integrate into the Global Information Grid (GIG).  MDA is a constituent part of a Computer Network Defense (CND) 
capability that quickly adapts to near-term changes, continuously evolves to meet long-range threat and technology trends, and unites all missile defense elements under the 
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coordination and direction of a single lead—the United States Strategic Command (USSTRATCOM)—to conduct multi-component and Defense-wide CND operations. The 
information security framework will be integrated into the agency infrastructure in an effort to connect MDA systems throughout the country and, in the future, around the 
world.

MDA made significant progress in Information Assurance with the certification and accreditation of over 150 mission, test and administrative networks.  MDA IA funding 
represents a focused effort to plan and execute system certifications and IA testing of BMDS Blocks.  Beginning in FY2006 and continuing through the FYDP, certification 
and accreditation efforts will be accomplished while undergoing transition and consolidation to a GIG-Compliant secure corporate infrastructure with a goal to achieve a 90% 
system certification in accordance with the President’s Management Agenda.   MDA implemented an Information Assurance Workforce Improvement Program (IAWIP) to 
train and certify Information Assurance professionals to comply with DoD Directive 8570.1 "Information Assurance Training, Certification, and Workforce Management," 
August 15, 2004.  MDA projects that it will meet the Department’s goal to train 90% of the IA workforce by FY09. 

The Computer Network Defense portion of the MDA IA program includes the network security operations centers and supporting processes to protect and defend information 
and information systems. This ensures the availability, integrity, authentication, confidentiality and non-repudiation of the information on certified MDA mission, test and 
administrative systems.  MDACERT is an IA organization consisting of a 24-hour operations center at the MDA Integration Operations Center (MDIOC) at Schriever AFB, 
CO, and constituent response teams distributed across geographically separated IT operations (ITOs).   The primary support functions of MDACERT are to provide input and 
subject-matter expertise for a number of areas, including IA planning, IA Architecture, continuous evaluation of MDA network security.  MDACERT also provides guidance 
on IA procedures, event escalation and current situational awareness to the MDA enterprise network operations center and IA command structure as well as coordinated 
reporting to higher echelon commands as required.  MDACERT is the authority in MDA for implementation of JTF-GNO network task orders for IA vulnerability alert 
(IAVA) compliance, reporting and support.
